Surface Preparation
Always follow OEM masking procedures. Area to be masked should be cleaned using approved wash solvent to remove all debris. Only use MIL-T-23397B Ty II aluminum tape to mask required areas.  Use plastic applicator to make sure tape properly adheres. Properly mask all window areas of aircraft.

Application Instructions
For best results use airless spray system. Air operated, chemical resistant piston pump should be used. Recommended tip size between 0.53 and 0.79. Please contact Aerochem Inc for detailed application equipment recommendation.

Spray a light coat evenly across surfaces using the correct pump, spay nozzle and pressure. Allow to dwell until coating starts to break free. Make sure to keep surface wet with material throughout strip process. Take care to cover small hidden places that may need extra attention during application. Once paint system is broken, brush entire surface thoroughly to remove loosened paint. Continue to reapply material until all paint is lifted. Once all paint has come loose of the substrate, again brush the surface to remove all remaining paint and residue. Then rinse intire surface with high pressure water.

Temperature and air circulation (wind) can both effect the de-paint process.  Optimal temperature range is 70 to 80 degrees Fahrenheit.  High temperatures combined with wind or high air circulation (in an open hanger for instance) will result in pre-mature evaporation and drying too early, in addition to worker comfort decreasing considerably.  Lower temperatures cause coatings to harden prohibiting performance and increasing dwell times.
